Teletext is an information system that dis-
plays text on the TV screen. Using the Tele-
text information system you can view a page
of information on a subject that is available
in the list of contents (index).

On screen display is not available in text
mode.

Contrast, brightness or colour control is not
available, but volume control is available in
text mode.

To operate Teletext

* Select a TV station on which Teletext is being
transmitted.

* Press “Text” button. Usually the list of
contents (index) is displayed on the screen.

To select a page of Teletext

* Press the appropriate digit buttons for the
required Teletext page number.

The selected page number is displayed at
the top left corner of the screen. The Teletext
page counter searches until the selected
page number is located, so that the desired
page is displayed on the screen.
