Observe the manufacturers instructions when
connecting extension leads to the TV. Check the
fuse rating on the new plug, this should be fitted
with a 5 Amp fuse which conforms to either ASTA
or BSI (BS1 362) approvals these are easily

identifiable by either the A?FTA or L§ symbols. If

you are in any doubt about the installation of an
extension lead, please consult a competent
electrician.

PE Connection to mains

Be sure to ground the connection properly. Connect the ground terminal
of TV with the ground terminal provided at the power outlet using the
enclosed power cord. If the provided plug does not fit your outlet, con-
sult an electrician for replacement of the obsolete outlet.

DON’Ts

DON'T continue to operate the equipment if you
are in any doubt about it working normally, or if it
is damaged in any way switch off, withdraw the
mains plug and consult your dealer.

DON’T place water filled vessels on top of T.V.
cabinets.

DON'’T remove any fixed cover as this may ex-
pose dangerous voltages.

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1.Power Source

The TV set should be operated only from a 220-240 V

the power cord by the plug. Do not pull out the plug by
tugging the cord and never touch the power cord
when your hands are wet as this could cause a short
circuit or electric shock.

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Installation Of The TFT TV To The Wall

1- To install the TFT TV on the wall, first of all, foot assembly should be removed. (Figure 1). Unscrew the 6

screws (M4 x 12) that attach the foot assembly to the TFT panel and remove the foot assembly from the
TFT panel.

2- Decide the place on the wall where the TFT panel would be placed. Fix the wall mounting stencil on the
wall.

The stencil is used for placing the wall hangers on the wall, properly.
3- Level and mark with a pencil the 4 mounting points on each wall hanger.

Drill pilot holes for the plastic anchors (7x30) and then fix the wall hangers with 8 screws
(4 x 30).

4- Raise the TFT panel and hang it to the holes on the wall hanger from the 4 hanging screws at the rear of the
TFT panel.
