Installation

Use

Do not allow anything to rest on the
power cord.

Do not locate this television receiv-
er where the cord will be damaged
by people walking on it.

Do not overload wall outlets and
extension cords as this can result in
fire or electric shock.

Slots and openings in the cabinet
and in the back or bottom are pro-
vided for ventilation to ensure reli-
able operation and to protect it from
overheating. These openings must
not be blocked or covered.
The opening should never be cov-
ered with a cloth or other material,
and the bottom openings should
not be blocked by placing the tele-
vision receiver on a bed, sofa, rug,
or other similar surface. This televi-
sion receiver should never be

Do not place your television receiv-
er on an unstable stand, shelf or
table. Serious injury to an individ-
ual, and damage to the television
may result if it should fall.

Mains Supply

Aerial Connections

The TV set is prepared for a mains voltage AC220~240V, 50Hz.
Connect the power cord of the TV set to a wall outlet. When the
TV set is not to be used for an extended period of time, it is
advisable to disconnect the power cord from the power outlet.

WARNING!
High voltages are used in the operation of this set. Refer service
to qualified service personnel.

Important:

This equipment is fitted with an approved non rewireable UK
mains plug. To change a fuse in this type of plug proceed as foi-
lows:

1. Remove the fuse cover and fuse.

2. Fix a new fuse which should be a BS1362 5Amp A.S.T.A. or
BSI approved type.

3. Refit the fuse cover.

If the fitted plug is not suitable for your socket outlets, it should
be cut off and an appropriate plug fitted in its place. If the mains
plug contains a fuse, this should have a rating of SAmp. If a plug
without a fuse is used, the fuse at the distribution board should
not be greater than 5Amp.

Note: The severed plug must be destroyed to avoid a possible
shock hazard should it be inserted into a 13Amp socket else-
where.

The wires in this mains lead are coloured in accordance with the
following code:

Blue -------; > Neutral
Brown ----> Live

1. The Blue wire must be connected to the terminal which is
marked with the letter “N” or coloured BLACK.

2. The Brown wire must be connected to the terminal with the
letter “L”" or coloured RED.

3. Do not connect either wire to the earth terminal in the
plug which is marked with the letter “E” or by the earth
symbol or coloured GREEN or GREEN and YELLOW.

Before replacing the plug cover, make certain that the cord grip is
clamped over the sheath of the lead - not simply over the wires.

B Insert an aerial plug tightly into the aerial socket on the back
of the TV set.

W For all aerial problems please consult your local dealer.

B For the connection to the peripheral AV equipment, refer to
section “Connection of AV Equipment” on page 10.

Battery Installation

1. Remove the battery cover by slid-
ing it in direction of the arrow.

2. Install two "AA" 1.5 volt batteries

so that the "+" and "-" marks on

the batteries match the "+" and “-"
marks inside the unit.

3. Close the battery cover.

Quick Set Up

This TV set provides a self-automatic tuning function called
“Plug & Play”. The first time you switch on this TV set, it will
automatically begin to search and store all available channels.
To ensure that this feature works properly please follow the
steps below before you switch on the TV set.

1. Connect your aerial cable socket to the rear of the TV. Don’t worry
about other AV equipment you should add this later referring to the
section “Connecting AV equipment” in this instruction manual.

3. You are now ready to switch on. Simply press the Mains ON/OFF
switch on the front of the TV set.

To receive the satellite broadcasting a satellite tuner is required.
Before carring out the automatic setting, receive the satellite broad-
casting on the satellite tuner.

The programme positions 1 to 6 are especially prepared for the fol-
lowing major stations in the UK.

Programme position 3 : ITV

Programme position 4 : CH4 or S4C

Programme position 5 : CH5

Programme position 6 : BBC-W(BBC-World) or BBC-P(BBC-Prime)

Programme position 4 is preserved for CH4 or S4C station, and 6 is
for BBC-World or BBC-Prime station. If both stations are available in
your reception area, the first found station is stored for each speci-
fied programme position.

If any of them are not available in your reception area, some pro-
gramme positions from 1 to 6 will not have a stored station. The
remaining stations will be stored from programme position 7 in
sequence found.

This procedure only appears the first time you switch your TV set on.

What is Active 3D surround?

In traditional stereo sound, left and right channels combine to create
a stereo image. Better speakers can create a larger perceived sound
stage, so sound seems to emanate from a few feet behind the TV.
Sound can have a much wider presence with Active 3D surround
technologies. Music and sound effects appear to come from points in
the room far from the speakers. Objects (such as jets) seem to move
towards and then past the listener, whilst the important channel
sound still appears to come from the centre of the screen.

Active 3D Surround Mode

This TV provides an active 3D surround processor which can pro-
duce incredible 3 dimensional sound effects when receiving a stan-
dard stereo or monaural signal.

The following 3D surround modes can be selected by pressing the
Surround button:

Super: This emphasises the 3D surround sound to produce a wider
sound effect, similar to listening at a cinema or theatre.

Active: Normal 3D surround sound, set to give the optimum 3D sur-
round effect.

Mono: This mode is specially prepared for Nicam-mono broadcast-
ing. Select this mode, when you can not get the 3D surround
effect because the sound is Nicam stereo.

Off: To switch off the 3D surround effect.

Achieving the optimum 3D surround effect

Optimum positioning

Sit at a distance of approximately 2 to 4 meters from the TV set.
Listen facing the centre of the TV set.

Remove any obstructions between you and the TV set.

Nicam & Billingual Reception

Nicam Sound Reception

If the TV receives Nicam programs, it automatically switches to
nicam sound reception. The word “Nicam” appears on the screen
briefly.

Bilingual reception

Press the VA*B button repeatedly to select language A or B when
the TV channel transmits in 2 languages (dubbed or orignal lan-
guage). A or B appears briefly on the screen.

If nicam sound reception is poor in quality, you can switch to “Mono”
sound reception by pressing the VAsB button.

Auto volume level

Sometimes we notice the volume level is different between the
receiving sources, such as on-air programs and VCR playback,
channels, and programmes and commercials. When this function is
set to “Yes” the TV set automatically equalises the volume level dif-
ference to make a standard volume level.

1. Press the Fi=]1button repeatedly until the word “Auto Volume”
appears on the screen.

2. Select “Yes” or “No” by pressing the sl + / =l - button.

This TV provides two kinds of contrast modes. You can choose
“Super” or “Natural” by pressing the @+ button.

Super: High contrast mode, suitable viewing in brightly lit rooms.

Natural: Normal contrast mode, suitable for viewing in dimly lit
rooms.

This TV has a child lock function which inhibits the use of the buttons
on the front of the TV set. With this you can prevent small children
unexpectedly pressing buttons.

When you press the .l + | . - button, the time always steps
up, hold it down and the time changes more rapidly.

When you press the -l + | .« - button once, the present clock
time will be call up for easier setting.

This completes the on-timer setting.

3. Switch into the standby mode by pressing the () button.

When it reaches the set on-time, the TV set will switch on and
select the start-up programme automatically.

This function can display the time up sign on the screen as illustrat-
ed to let you know that the time has come when the set alarm time is
reached. This only happens when the TV is on. This may remind you
to do something.

1. Press the @ button twice. The words "ALARM TIMER" will appear
on the screen.

2. Set the time period by pressing the -l + / sl - button.

When you press the sl + | .« - button, the time always steps up
and hold down it, the time changes more rapidly.

When you press the sl + | el ~ button once, the present clock
will be call up as the on-time for easy setting.
This completes the alarm timer setting.

When it reaches the set alarm time, the time up sign will appear on
the screen and this is kept on the screen until a key control is
entered.

If the TV set is switched off by the Mains Switch® or a power failure
occurs, the timer settings will be cancelled.

You can confirm the remaining time for each timer mode by pressing
the @ button.

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"CONNECTION OF AV EQUIPMENTS

Using AV Equipment

You can connect a VCR, S-VHS VCR, Satellite Tuner, PAY TV
Decoder or Camcorder, as this TV has two Scart terminal on the rear
panel and one pair of AV input terminal on the front panel.

@ Selection of AV mode

Most AV equipment will automatically switch to the AV mode
(because of the 8 pin function signal) by pressing the PLAY button
on your AV equipment. |f not, press the TV/£] button to select the
desired AV mode manually.

@ Use of front AV2 terminal

This TV provides one pair of AV input terminals on the front panel. It
is very convenient for using a game or comcorder connection.

AV equipment can be connected to either the rear AV2 scart
socket or to the front AV2 RCA sockets. If equipment is connect-
ed to the front AV2 terminals this will override equipment con-
nected to the rear AV2 scart socket. To use the rear AV scart
socket please ensure that no equipment is connected to the front
AV2 terminals.

@ Setting of AV1 input mode

If you want to use a VCR which is equipped with the S-VHS capabili-
ty to obtain the best performance, you should connect the AV1 termi-
nal and select the S-Video mode in the AV1 mode.

1. Select the AV1 mode by pressing the TV/€]1button.

2. Press the Fl=]button repeatedly until the word "AV1 MODE"
appears on the screen.

3. Select the correct input mode by pressing the sl + / s - but-
ton.

The automatic tuning/sorting operation can be cancelled at any time
by pressing the Fl«] button.

After all receivable channels have been found and stored, the TV set
automatically returns to programme position 1.

If any of them are not available in your reception area, some pro-
gramme positions from 1 to 6 will not have a stored station. The
remaining stations will be stored from programme position 7 in
sequence found.

If you select “Yes” but do not press the FL=)button within 5 seconds in
step 2, the mode automatically returns to the normal TV mode.

The automatic tuning/sorting function may not operate properly under
the following condition.

The reception of a weak signal condition.
The reception of a station which does not have a teletext service.

You can change the order of a stored station, by using the Channel
swapping function.

1. Press the Flzlbutton repeatedly until the word "PRESET
NO/YES" appears on the screen.

2. Select "YES" by pressing the - + button. Press the Fl«]button
repeatedly to select Semi-automatic or manual presetting mode.
The word "SEMI Auto Tuning" or “Manual Tuning” appears on the
screen.

3. Press or hold the sl + / - - button to start searching.

4. When you tune your desired channel, select a programme posi-
tion where you wish the station to be stored using the PAY but-
tons.

To return normal TV mode, press the F(-lbutton twice.

Channel Swapping

Use this channel swapping feature to swap the channels between
two stored programme positions.

How to set the teletext brightness level

1. Press the FJ button repeatedly in the TV mode until the word
"TEXT BRIGHTNESS" appears on the screen.

3. Confirm the selected teletext brightness level by switching to the
teletext mode by pressing the TXT/TV button.

Sound control in the teletext mode.

Only sound volume and muting can be controlled in the teletext
mode but the on-screen display will not appear.
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Depending on the TV channel, teletext is transmitted in different sys-
tems. The system utilised can be recognised by the coloured
line at the bottom of the screen.

Press one of the 4 coloured buttons to select the topics shown at the
bottom of the text screen.

For example the Red topic can be selected using the Red button, the
Blue topic by the Blue button, and so on forth with the other colours.

When the teletext service is not transmitting with the FLOF, 4
coloured page numbers will appear at the bottom of the screen
instead of the topics.

You can select the previous viewed pages up to 4 pages, by pressing
the P=P button repeatedly.

Sub Page Access

When the teletext information is longer than one page, it may take
some time to reach the required page which is automatically
changed. By using the sub-coded page access, you can continue
watching the TV picture until the sub-page is reached.

Select a teletext page with sub pages.

1. Press the E® button. The characters "S+++" will be displayed on
the top left corner of the screen.

2. Enter the sub page number by using the (0-9) buttons.
For example, to enter the sub page 4, press buttons 0, 0, 0 and 4.
3. Press the @ button to return the normal TV picture.

Immediately the requested sub-coded page is found, the page num-
ber will appear over the TV picture.
