Installation

Use

Do not allow anything to rest on the
power cord. Do not locate this
television receiver where the cord
will be damaged by people walking
onit.

Do not overload wall outlets and
extension cords as this can result in
fire or electric shock.

Slots and openings in the cabinet and
in the back or bottom are provided for
ventilation to ensure reliable operation
and to protect it from overheating.
These openings must not be blocked
or covered. The opening should
never be covered with a cloth or other
material, and the bottom openings
should not be blocked by placing the
television receiver on a bed, sofa, rug,
or other similar surface. This television
receiver should never be placed near
or over a radiator or heater.

This television receiver should not
be placed in a built-in installation
such as a bookcase unless proper
ventilation is provided.

Do not place your television receiver
on an unstable stand, shelf or table.
Serious injury to an individual, and
damage to the television may result
if it should fall. Your sales person can

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If the television is built into a unit, or
T enclosed, the minimum distances for
ventilation must be maintained.

Aerial Connection

Battery Installation

M Insert an aerial plug tightly into the aerial socket on the back
of the TV set.

B For all aerial problems please consult your local dealer.

M The connection to the peripheral AV equipment, refer to
section “CONNECTION OF AV EQUIPMENT” on page 16.

1. Remove the battery cover by sliding
it in direction of the arrow.

2. Install two "AA" 1.5 volt batteries so
that the "+" and "-" marks on the
batteries match the "+" and "-"
marks inside the unit.

3. Close the battery cover.

NOTE: Replace the batteries when the TV set is showing the
following symptoms: Operation is unsteady or erratic, sometimes
the TV does not work with the transmitter. Discharged batteries
may leak and damage the unit. The normal life of batieries
should be from nine to ten months.

Mains Supply

Surround Speakers

Check if the Internal/External speaker selector on the back of
the TV set is in the INT. position.

Connect the two rear surround speakers to the connector clips
on the back of the TV set.

- Connect the left rear surround speaker at REAR L and the right
rear surround speaker at REAR R on the back of the TV set.

- Push the connector clip down and insert the end of the wire
into the opening: the positive wire (marked with white line) to
the red surround speaker connection; the negative wire to the
black surround connection. Do not insert the wires too far.

- The rear surround speakers should always be located behind
or to either side of the listener. If preferred you can also hang
the rear surround speakers on the wall.

- If you want to use the external speakers instead of the internal
front speakers, connect the external left front speaker at
FRONT L and the right front speaker at FRONT R on the back
of the TV set, and then switch the Internal/External speaker
selector to EXT. position.
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Note: The rear speakers supplied are only for use with this TV
set and cannot be used with other audio products.
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The TV set is prepared for a mains voltage AC220~240V, 50Hz.
Connect the power cord of the TV set to a wall outlet. When the
TV set is not to be used for an extended period of time, it is
advisable to disconnect the power cord from the power outlet.

This equipment is fitted with an approved non rewireable UK

mains plug. To change a fuse in this type of plug proceed as
follows:

1. Remove the fuse cover and fuse.

2. Fit a new fuse which should be a BS1362 5Amp A.S.T.A. or
BSI approved type.

3. Ensure that the fuse cover is correctly refitted.

If the fuse cover is lost or damaged the plug must NOT be used but
replaced with a serviceable plug.

If the fitted plug is not suitable for your socket outlets, it should be
cut off and an appropriate plug fitted in its place. If the mains plug
contains a fuse, this should have a rating of 5 Amp, ensure the fuse
cover is correctly fitted. If a plug without a fuse is used, the fuse at
the distribution board should not be greater than 5 Amp.

Note: The severed plug must be destroyed to avoid a
possible shock hazard should it be inserted into a 13Amp
socket elsewhere.

The wires in this mains lead are coloured in accordance with
the following code:

1. The Blue wire must be connected to the terminal which
is marked with the letter “N” or coloured BLACK.

2. The Brown wire must be connected to the terminal with
the letter “L" or coloured RED.

3. Do not connect either wire to the earth terminal in the
plug which is marked with the letter “E” or by the earth
symbol or coloured GREEN or GREEN and YELLOW.

Before replacing the plug cover, make certain that the cord
grip is clamped over the sheath of the lead - not simply over
the wires.




Automatic Channel Set up

Channel Sorting

This TV set provides a self-automatic tuning and sorting function
called “Plug & Play”. The first time you switch on this TV set, it will
automatically begin to search and store all available channels.

Please make sure that the aerial cable is connected to the
aerial socket of the TV set before switching-on.

To receive the satellite broadcasting, a satellite tuner is
required. Before carrying out the automatic setting up,
receive the satellite broadcasting on the satellite tuner.

1. Press the Mains ON/OFF switch on the front of the TV.

The power indicator illuminates red to show the power is on.

If no picture appears but the power indicator is on, press the ®,
PA, PA or 0-9 button as the TV set is in the standby mode.

This TV has a child lock function which inhibits the use of the buttons
on the front of the TV set. With this you can prevent small children
unexpectedly pressing buttons.

WSS (Wide-Screen-Signaling)

This function is to be automatically set to the optimum screen
mode for the wide screen television according to the aspect
ratio bits of the picture format (16:9, 14:9, 4:3, etc.) on the
teletext broadcast. To use this function, the picture mode
should be selected to the “AUTO” mode and the picture format
information is available on the teletext service.

Selection of Picture Sizes

The size of the picture image can be selected in many modes,
the resultant picture will depend upon the transmission format.
